2015/16 has been another busy year for Sport Resolutions, with 179 en-
quiries resulting in appointments being made in 92 different matters in-
cluding anti -doping, safeguarding, selection, disciplinary, regulatory and
contract disputes.

There has also been a noticeable increase in the use of the pro bono le-
gal panel. This was originally set up by Sport Resolutions in conjunction
with LOCOG to provide free legal assistance to any accredited individual
or party participating at the 2012 Olympics. As part of the Games lega-

cy, Sport Resolutions has continued this service, with the panel more

We now see regular requests from athletes to avail themselves of this service, the benefits of

which are to ensure that athletes get sound legal advice at the start of a dispute, and if the matter

gets to a hearing, then the athlete has the benefit of proper counsel. It would be appropriate to
acknowledge the support that many law firms, chambers and individual lawyers provide T without
them there would be no service and a great many individuals would be without advice and repre-

sentation.

The reach of Sport Resolutions also continues to grow overseas. We attended a Council of Europe
Doping Conference in Oslo and also spent a week in Tokyo to assist the relevant Japanese authori-
ties with their preparation for the upcoming Rugby World Cup and Olympics that will be hosted in
the city in the coming years.

Whilst the focus of Sport Resolutions to date has been very much on the needs of sport in the UK,
it is becoming clear that the issues that affect sport at home are repeated on the international
stage. Good governance, whether it be national or international, requires transparency and inde-
